We, Chiang Mai Ram Medical Business Public Company Limited (“the Company” or “CMR”) would like to
notify the resolution of the Board of Directors’ meeting No. 2/2023 held on March 7, 2023, relating to the capital

increase and the share as follows:

1. Capital Reduction and Capital Increase

1.1 Capital Reduction
The Company wish to increase its registered capital to accommodate the offering to potential specific investors (pri-
